Phrases, Clauses and Sentences Notes

Phrase- a  group of words that is missing a subject, verb or both
Example: on the bus=prepositional phrase- no verb

Independent clause- a group of words that has a subject, verb and a complete thought, can stand alone a.k.a simple sentence
Example: I lost my purse on the bus. 

Dependent/subordinate clause- a group of words that has a subject and verb but can’t stand alone, not a complete thought.  They begin with a subordinate conjunction or relative pronoun
Example: When I lost my purse, I cried all day.

Simple sentence- has one independent clause; may have a compound subject or verb

Example: I cried all day and yelled at my friend.
Compound sentence- has two or more independent clauses joined by a comma and conjunction (FANBOYS) or semicolon
Example: I found my purse, but all my money was missing.
Complex sentence- has one independent clause and at least one subordinate clause

Subordinate clauses begin with 

relative pronouns or subordinate conjunctions
Example: After I lost my purse, I cried for days.

Compound-complex sentence- has two or more independent clauses and one or more subordinate clauses

Example: Although I found my purse, I still don’t have my driver’s license, so I have to replace it soon.
As soon as I got the letter, I read the information, but I didn’t understand it.
