1. IRREVERENT (err-REV-rent) adj. – disrespectful
· Sounds like:  ear Reverend
· Picture:  In the lobby of the church hangs a photograph of the Reverend.  One of the members of the congregation, obviously lacking in respect for this particular member of the clergy, has painted enormous ears on the Reverend’s picture.
· Other forms: irreverence (noun);  irreverently (adv.)
· Connect with:  revere (opposite)
· Sentence:  Pamela’s irreverent remarks got her into trouble with her supervisor.
2. QUELL (KWELL) verb – to calm; pacify
· Looks like:  a combination of ‘queen’ and ‘quill’
· Picture:  A violent riot is taking place just outside the castle.  The queen comes to a window, waves a quill (feather) over the crowd, and everyone immediately calms down and goes peacefully home.
· Sentence: Her fears were quelled as soon as she saw her friends approach the campsite.
3. REPRIMAND (REP-rih-mand) verb – scold; criticize
· Sounds like:  Rep. Raymond
· Picture:  Representative Raymond has an unusual approach to campaigning. He walks around the city scolding and criticizing the voters for their beliefs.
· Sentence:  In addition to the fine, Jim was harshly reprimanded for running the red light.
